12. When Novecento is a only 8 years old, he hides from the immigration police.  Why is this episode important for the development of the story?

13. What is the  “music duel” Novecento is involved in? 

14. Why does Novecento decide not  to get off the ship even if he plans to?

15. Why does he decide not to get off at the end of the story?

16. How does the story end?

17. How would you describe the message of this story?

18. Did you like it?  Say why you did or did not in at least 60 words.
